Firm’s pledge to
‘Downton hospital’

BAMPTON: Estate agent Winkworth
has pledged £500 to the Old Grammar
School campaign for every house it
sells in the village.

Letters from the firm’s Oxford branch
manager Glyn Buckley were sent to
residents offering help to reach the
£250,000 target needed to pay for a
new staircase and roof repairs to the
building.
